This presentation offers a new conceptual tool for Black women’s
revolutionary-revelation writing. Integrating theory, method, and
praxis, and drawing from Black feminist thought, Black girlhood
studies, critical race feminism, womanist theology, the wild woman
archetype, and autoethnography, this tool facilitates the unearthing
and excavation of Black girl and Black women’s personal and private life writings into
public spaces. Reflecting on 45 years of journals as a Black womanist, the tool provides a
framework for understanding and analyzing the data of one’s life and identifying key
themes related to issues of race, gender, social justice, and spirituality.
